Registration fee is $25 per artist, per season.
Booth costs are $195 per show location.
Deposit fee is $20 per show location.
Full-food booth costs are $295 per show location.
Corner booth costs are $35 per show location.

If costs are paid within 30 days of the show an 
additional $10 is added.

If costs are paid the day of the show an additional 
$20 is added.

          ALL SALES ARE FINAL.  NO REFUNDS are allowed for any reason. 
          You are NOT ALLOWED to transfer your paid fee(s) from one show to  
          another show.

           A nonrefundable $20 deposit per show can be paid to hold space for each show. 
           The remainder of the deposit must be paid 30 days before the show. Otherwise, a
         $10 fee is added. A $20 fee is added to the price of the booth for those paying the day
           of show.   If paying the day of the show, the fee must be paid in full, in cash, before you
           will be allowed to move anything into your booth. This is all predicated on available 
         space and acceptance of your art by the Community Affair staff. It is appreciated, if 
          you plan to attend the show at the last minute, that you call  508-737-0998 to discuss 
          your plans.

For example,  an artist showing for the first time in the season, in a single 
booth, on the day of the show pays $195 + $25 (registration fee) +$20 
(late fee) or $240.  Within 30 days of the show,  the cost would be $195 + 
$25 + $10, or $230.

When you arrive at each show we will check you in, get all the information 
we need and give you your booth number before sending you to your 
booth to unload.

You will be required to unload and move your car before unpacking. 

You will NOT be allowed to drive your car up to the site at any time while 
the show is in progress.

You must follow our rules, which include specific parking instructions. 
Failure to comply with our rules may result in your being asked  to leave. 
Your money will NOT be refunded.

Please contact us prior to submitting your application if you have any 
questions or concerns.

Please honor yourself
 and us by respecting the rules of the show.

APPLICATION RULES

1) Please apply ONLY if you agree to 
abide by all rules.

2) Exhibitor parking is ONLY in 
designated area.

3) It is mandatory that exhibitors stay 
open during all show hours. Failure to 
do so will result in removal of booth
without a refund and exclusion from 
any future shows.

If you cannot stay open and run your 
booth for all show hours, please do not 
apply.

4) RV parking overnight is strictly 
forbidden at Siesta Key,  Marco Island, 
Naples and Fort Myers/Sanibel Tanger
Outlet shows. 

All other shows are at your own risk in
accordance with applicable city 
ordinances.

5) Payment must be made in full. Space 
is very limited.  Show application must 
be accompanied by check or money 
order. No checks accepted less than 
four weeks before shows.

6) Be polite and be respectful.

1) Booth spaces will be allotted upon acceptance of your application. Exhibitors may unload 
their vehicles but CANNOT SET UP until the vehicle is moved to the designated “Exhibitor 
Parking Lot.” All RVs must park in the designated “Exhibitor Parking Lot.” If you have a 
physical disability and have the appropriate parking sticker, please indicate so on your 
application form and arrangements will be made.
2) Exhibitors must provide their own display. No tables, chairs or electricity will be provided. 
Be prepared for inclement weather.
3) Artists are responsible for their Florida, South Carolina and Georgia sales tax. State sales 
tax is due on all sales at the end of the show. You must have a sales tax number to exhibit. 
This is your responsibility.
4) Exhibitors must sell ONLY from their booths, not from the aisles. Do not let displays 
encroach on customer space.
5) Exhibitors must secure their booths with weights on asphalt and with tie-down stakes 
on grass.
6) Booth space must be occupied by the exhibitor and his/her art accepted by Community 
Affair, LLC.
7) No pets or alcohol are allowed.
8) Overnight parking is prohibited at Sarasota Downtown, Lido Key, Naples, Sanibel Tanger 
and Siesta Key.
9) Show applications must include:

a.) Three color prints or copies of work and one of booth display.
b.) Check or money order payment payable to: Community Affair, LLC.
c.) Separate checks must be sent with each show application.
d.) Please include a one-time
      $25 registration fee per 
      artist per season.
e.) Include your Florida
      and/or South Carolina and
     Georgia sales tax number.
f.) Include a self-addressed, 
     stamped envelope.
g.) Retain this section for 
      your records.

10) Payment must be made in full
 at time of applications. If not 
selected, payment will be returned.
11) These are juried shows. Not
all applicants are accepted.
Categories and space are 
limited. Apply well in advance.
12) Notification of acceptance or rejection will be mailed within two weeks.
13) The accepted application is a commitment to exhibit. There are no refunds due to 
weather or personal needs.
14) Community Affair, LLC reserves the right to remove without refund any exhibitor whose 
conduct, works or display is considered undesirable.
15) The show goes on rain or shine. There are no refunds.
